RESULTS OF THE FALL FESTIVAL BBQ !!! 
 

The 2007 BBQ served an estimated 370 plates. We had approximately  35  volunteers helping 
during the event. Financials are listed below: 
  

     Income $ 3,048.50 
     Expenses  $    469.42 
     Profit  $ 2,579.08 
  

We focused on improving the profitability this year, while maintaining the quality of the food. 
On this count, we were successful, averaging $6.97 profit per meal served. (This includes sales 
from canned drinks Friday and Saturday night). The prices charged were comparable to 
Sonny's BBQ -$6.99 for a plate with 2 sides plus $1.99 for a drink ($8.98 total). We charged 
$8.00 for a plate with two sides, bread, and a drink).
